sudden sound peaks. Unlike other less sophisticated ALC Circuits, 
Canon 's ALC keeps all sounds in correct perspective, so that loud 
sounds are heard loud, and soft sounds heard as they sound naturally. 
The result is an overall sound that is amazingly realistic and balanced. 

b. When used manually, the 514XL-S's sound level control system is 
ideal for special effects such as aural fade-ins and fade-outs, making 
for smooth transitions between scenes. 

c. The 514XL-S is the only sound Super 8 with a tone control. The 
"Soft" setting gives a fully-balanced frequency range, while the 
"Clear" setting filters out the lower frequencies (sounds of motors, 
background "hum") when they would interfere with accurate 
recording. 

d. Almost any external sound source can be put directly on the film 
sound track with the Auxiliary input, enabling the user to make truly 
professional motion pictures by using sources such as television , 
records, tapes and radio broadcasts. 

e. Th.anks to the earphone monitor, the sound can be evaluated exactly 
as it will be present on the film, for utmost control in any filming 
situation.

h. Because the 514XL-S can film at either 18 or 24 fps, it offers 
professional-quality Super 8 sound in a single-system package. A 
speed of 24 fps is the professional TV standard for high-quality 
Super 8 sound filming . 

UNPARALELLED OPTICAL CAPABILITY 
a. The large (f/1.4) maximum aperture and wide (220°) shutter opening 

of the 514XL-S enable the user to film in even the most dimly lit 
conditions, giving the photographer more flexibility, naturalness and 
spontaneity in his films. 

b. One of the largest zoom ratios (5:1) in the XL field gives the 514XL-S 
unusual pictorial range, and the option of power or manual zooming 
enable the photog rapher to get just the effect he's after. 

c. The 514XL-S offers the user a choice of built-in macrophotography 
at either the wide-angle or telephoto end of the zoom range. This is 
highly useful where (in the case of macrophotography at the tele­
photo end) extra distance is desired between camera and subject, 
such as in nature photography. 
To increase the angle of view in tight quarters or outdoors, an 
exclusive 5.9mm wide angle attachment is available to add even 
greater flexibil ity to the zoom lens.
