EASE AND SPEED OF OPERATION 

The Bolex is an easy-to-use camera and 
is so desig-ned that even a begin ner ca n 
take good movies after a few minutes 
instruction_ All the fine features built 
into the Bolex are designed in SUdl a 
way that they do not interfere wi th 
straight forward picture taking_ Ease 
and speed of operation is most impor­
tant to the movie maker so that he c~n 
concentrate on his subject and not on 
the camera. Don' t let technical descrip­
tions of specialized accessories confuse 
you-you ca n start filming with the 
Bolex without needing to know any­
thing about them. 

OUTSTANDING FEATURES

AUTOMATIC THREADING 

The Bolex H-16 and H -S cameras h ave 
a fu lly automatic threading which 
makes it easy to load the camera in cold 
weather, with one h and if necessary. 
The automa tic threadi ng in the -Bolex 
camera combines great ease of loading 
with the advantages of a roll-type -cam­
era, namely economy and a much wider 
choice of film types. Using color film, 
you save as much as $3.30 on every 100 
feet of film if you use the H -16 instead 
of a 16mm magazine camera, and as 
much as $4.S0 if you use the H-S in­
stead of an Smm magazine camera. 

FULL REWIND OF 100 FEET OF FILM 

The spring motor il~ the Bolex H cam­
eras can be fully disconnected by a 
d utch. It is possible, therefore, to re­
wind a full 100' reel by simply turning 
one crank. The Bolex is the only cam­
era to offer this great advantage_ Here 
are a few of the filming possibilities: 

1. Lap dissolves are made in the Bolex 
by rewinding about 24 to 32 frames and 
superimposing the begi nning of the 
new scene on the end of the last one. 
The correct amount of frames to be 
wound back can be checked on the 
built-in frame counter. 

2. Double exposure. D oub le exposed 
scenes up to a 100' can be made with 
the Bolex camera. The film is wound 



back in the sa me man ner, with lens. 
covered, and the second scene shot over 
the first one. This will enable you to 
shoot most interesting dream, ghost, 
and trick effects. 

Title over picture. One of the easiest 
and most effective ways of making titles 
is to superimpose a title on a normal 
scene. 

Changing from one type of film to an­

other. You can switch from one type of 
film to a nother quite easily by rewind ­
ing the film in the camera. Suppose you 
ha\'e sho t 60' in color and you wa nt to 
use black-and-white film . ' '''rite 60' on 
the cardboard -box of the color film and 
wind it back. Shoot your b lack-and ­
white fi lm. Later an . you - finish your 
color film by shooting "blind", that is 
with covered lens, ' 60', and shoot th e 
rcmaining 40' with lens .ca p off. 

THE BUILT·IN FRAME COUNTER of thc 
Bolex H cameras works automat ica ll y 
fo rwards and backwards. The accurate 
amou nt of [rames passed through the 
gate can be read from two dials. The 

' upper dial shows the amount of fram es 
from 0 to 50 (0 to 100 in the H-8) and 
the lower one totalizes in steps of 50 
(100 for the H -8) up to 1,000 (2,000 in 
the H -8). The Bolex frame counter, an 
exclusive feature, is most versati le be­
ca use: it insures accurate double ex­
pos ure, is indispensable for animation 
work and titles, records the exact length 
of fi lm wound back in lap dissolves, and 
allows accurate checking of film trave l 

speeds. 

The fram e counter is an integral part 
of the camer~, not an accessory. 

FULL FRAME FOCUSING 
With the Bolex you can focus through 
the lens on a groundglass showi ng the 
full frame that even tu all y will be pro­
jected on the screen. In the Leader 
model you focus from above the camera, 
in the other model from behind the 
camera by means of the Eye-level 
Focus. The built-in 10-diameter magni­
fi cation insures a clear, sharp image 
through any lens. The Eye-level Focus 
allows adjustment for individual eye­
sight and is convenient to use, wheth er 
you wear eyeglasses or not. Focusing is 
done with the lens in the upper turret 
position. After focusing, the lens is 
switched to shooting position and your 
eye moves from the Eye-level Focus to 
the Viewfinder.

And only the Octameter is 
scaled for parallax down_ to twenty 
inches, which means that even your 
smallest titles will be perfectly cen tered. 

What else? - when you add a fourth, 
fifth or even a sixth Kern-Paillard "Visi­
focus" lens, or any other lens, between 
16mm and 150mm focal length to your 
Bolex, the Octameter covers the whole 
range without extra cost or modifica­
tion. 

SINGLE FRAME DEVICE 

VVith the Bolex H cameras you can 
make single frame exposures in two 
ways: instantaneous exposure of 1/ 20th 
or 1/ 25th (with the H-8 1/ 18th and 
1/ 20th) or time exposure, where the 
shutter stays open for as long as you 
press the release. Single frame exposures 
are used for animation work, for man y 
title and trick effects. With time ex­
posure you can shoot inside of churches, 
store windows, streets at night, and 
other places where no other method 
would allow movie making. Coupled to 
an interval timer, the Bolex will take 
single pictures every 2, 3, 4, 5, or more 
seconds or minutes. These time lapse 
studi es bring the magic of growing 
plants and flowers on the screen by con­
tracting a time of, say three hours into 
three minutes. 

ELECTRIC MOTOR 

The spring motor in the Bolex H -16 
runs 18 feet on one winding (H -8 II 
feet), that is 45 seconds at 16 f. p.s. If 
you wish to take scenes of longer dura­
tion, you can handcrank or you can at­
tach an electric motor to the camera. A 

battery-driven motor is avai lable from 
Paillard Products, Inc., and synchron­
ous motors are made by Stevens Engi­
neering Co., 2604 Mili tary Ave., Los 
Angeles, Calif. as well as by National 
Cine Equipment, Inc., 20 E. 22nd St., 
New York. (Both motors have to be 
ordered direct from the manufacturers. 
No adaptations or changes in the cam­
era are necessary to fit either of these 
motors.) The battery-driven motor uses 
the Bolex governor for speed regula­
tion and works at 8, 16, 24, and 32 
frames depending on whether four or 
five batteries are hooked up. It costs 
$77.50 incl. lea ther case, less batteries 
(6V radio "A" batteries). 

TURRET 

The turret on the ·Bolex is contoured 
for a definite ' purpose-to provide the 
maximum size to accommodate a wide 
range of lenses while keeping the over­
all size to a minimum. The overall 
camera width is therefore sma ller than 
if the camera was equipped with a cir­
cular turret. No optical interference 
will be encountered between any three 
Kern-Paillard lenses from 16mm to 
three inch focal length. In addition, you 
can check any time whether there is 
film in the camera without tak ing off a 
lens. 

THE WINDING HANDLE is ex tensible 
and in the short position it clears the 
turret if it is protruding. The long lev­
erage of the handle makes it so easy to 
wind the camera that one can actually 
wind it up within five seconds. This 
speed of winding is very important.

The Visifocus feature on Kern-Paillard 
lenses eliminates the need for compli­
cated depth-of-field charts as the cali­
brated signals flash up automatically be­
tween the diaphragm scale and the 
focusing scale of the lens mount.

BOLEX ACCESSORY INSTALLATIONS 

Bolex Filterslot -The Bolex fil­
terslot can be fitted to any model 
H-16 or H-8. It consists of a slot 
milled in the fixed plate of the 
turret housing, immediately in 
front of the film aperture. Five 
filter-holders (which accept a wide 
range of sheet gelatin filters) and 
one blank are supplied in a plas­
tic lined metal box. 

This accessory installation saves 
its cost many times over, because 
one filter of any type is operative 
with any lens. Additionally a far greater range of color-correction filters made by 
both Eastman Kodak and Ansco are available in gelatin sheets than in the glass­
mounted types.
